Though it was not yet light, McLeod couldn't wait any longer. Three cheers rang ou
for the attack, and the Loyalists rushed the partly demolished bridge with broadswo
bagpipes skirling. Picking their way over the bridge and onto the opposite bank, the
30 paces of the American earthworks before they were met by a withering fire of mi
artillery.

Nearly all the advance party were cut down, and the whole force soon retreated. It
a few minutes.
